Meeting Minutes

As it approached the 21st century, Rotary
worked to meet society’s changing needs,
expanding its service efforts to address such
pressing issues as environmental
degradation, illiteracy, world hunger, and
children at risk.

In 1989, the organization voted to admit women into clubs
worldwide and now claims more than 145,000 female
members in its ranks.

After the collapse of the Berlin Wall and the dissolution of the
Soviet Union, Rotary clubs were formed or re-established
throughout Central and Eastern Europe. The first Russian
Rotary club was chartered in 1990, and the organization
underwent a growth spurt for the next several years.

More than a century after Paul Harris and his colleagues
chartered the club that eventually led to Rotary International,
Rotarians continue to take pride in their history. In honour of
that first club, Rotarians have preserved its original meeting
place, Room 711 in Chicago’s Unity Building, by re-creating
the office as it existed in 1905. For several years, the Paul
Harris 711 Club maintained the room as a shrine for visiting
Rotarians. In 1989, when the building was scheduled to be
demolished, the club carefully dismantled the office and
salvaged the interior, including doors and radiators. In 1993,
the RI Board of Directors set aside a permanent home for the
restored Room 711 on the 16th floor of RI World
Headquarters in nearby Evanston.

Today, 1.2 million Rotarians belong to over 32,000 Rotary
clubs in more than 200 countries and geographical areas.

• a third kiosk detailing other wildlife noticed in the area of
the Park
• extended pathway to surround pond closer to highway 22x
• memorial to 50th anniversary of our Club when appropriate

Naturally the annual cleanup overall and touch-ups through
each season are an important ongoing commitment under our
custodial agreement with Alberta Parks. It is not felt that the
parking lot needs to be painted for car parking stalls. It is felt
that more signs about pets on leash are important to assure
wildfowl are not harmed or disturbed.

The Park was opened officially in 2002 as evident by the
dedication rock. It was however conceived several years
before when McKenzie Meadows Golf Club President and
CEO, Jim Thompson, who had arranged the lease of the land,
a former gravel pit, owned by the province as part of Fish
Creek Provincial Park, but isolated from the rest of the park by

the river, for a second 9 hole golf course. McKenzie Meadows
had been developed in 1994/95 and opened for public golf in
1996. The McKenzie Meadows investor group agreed that the
property was in fact unsuitable for development of that nature
due to the utility corridor that crossed it. Thompson, a charter
member of the Rotary Chinook Club, suggested this property
could become the significant Park project the Club needed to
make its mark in the city, and approached the Club to consider
this opportunity ... the rest is history. The Park is one of the
largest single Club parks, dedicated to Rotary International, in
the world. It is a perfect example of urban commercial lands
restoration, with the added feature of an engineered wetland
for the purpose of cleaner stormwater discharge, all packaged
into a ‘nature park’, an enclave in the city in a complete
natural state where people can stroll about enjoying nature
without having to leave the city to do so. Expect to see much
more in the future as this park restoration continues.
